September/October - Generic Purchase 1.87% Ivermectin paste

November/December -  Generic purchase Pyrantel Pamoate

Please worm your horse enough for his weight. Most tubes contain enough for 1200 or 1250 lbs.

Spring: 5-way and W. Nile
Fall: 4-way and W. Nile
If you want to vaccinate only once per year it is acceptable; however, check with your vet.
